Adapt your application to the particular 
requirements of the job.  

4. ‘… provide a complete chronological 
history of your careers.’ 

Provide a detailed history of your 
careers.  

5. ‘It is important that the layout of your

The arrangement of your CV must be 
neat.  

6. ‘Sell yourself.’   ‘Record your 
achievements and successes’ 

Mention your achievements and 
successes.  

7. ‘Ensure that all the requested 
documentation and testimonials are 
attached to your CV.’

8. ‘List at least three people that the 
governing body can contact for a 
reference.’
