Sejak pindah ke kota Pak Nyoman sering termenung. Dia rindu 
ketenangan desanya di dekat gunung dan danau. Sudah ratusan tahun penduduk 
desa itu menjadi petani. Entah kapan mulainya, tapi sekarang di sana penuh 
dengan wisatawan yang datang untuk menikmati pemandangan alam yang 
indah itu. Pak Nyoman juga rindu duduk ngobrol dengan teman-temannya di 
warung kopi Ni Ketut. Sekarang di mana-mana ada villa dan kafe. Jalan-jalan 
bising oleh bunyi kendaraan yang berbau bensin. Danau yang sepi tempat dia 
memancing sejak kecil dulu, sekarang telah menjadi taman hiburan olahraga 
air yang ramai.

Pak Nyoman didesak putrinya untuk menjual sawahnya.‘Saya dan suami 
‘kan sudah dapat kerja di kota, Pak, sibuk sekali dan tidak bisa sering pulang ke 
desa. Lebih baik Bapak jual saja sawah. Bukan rahasia lagi bahwa harga tanah 
di desa kita sudah sangat tinggi. Apalagi Bapak pasti lebih nyaman tinggal di 
kota, di rumah yang modern, tak perlu kerja keras, tinggal makan dan tidur.’ 
Pak Nyoman merasa enggan sebab masih kuat bertani. Tetapi melihat banyak 
tetangganya yang sudah menjual sawah mereka, dia akhirnya setuju. 

Pak Nyoman sangat terkejut ketika menerima uang hasil penjualan 
sawahnya. Seumur hidup sebagai petani belum pernah dia mendapat uang 
sebanyak itu. Tetapi dia lalu berpikir dalam hati, “Dulu, tanah warisan nenek 
moyang itu keramat – tidak boleh dijual! Sekarang dunia sudah berubah. 
Kalau harga tanah semakin tinggi, mungkin nanti semakin banyak petani akan 
menjual sawahnya seperti saya! Apalagi kalau hanya orang asing yang mampu 
membelinya, jangan-jangan semua sawah nanti akan habis dijadikan villa? 
Bagaimana masa depan pulau ini?”

Sekarang Pak Nyoman tinggal di kota bersama putri dan suaminya. Uang 
dari penjualan sawahnya dipakai untuk memperbesar rumah, membeli perabot 
dan barang-barang elektronik. Sesudah makan malam mereka sekeluarga 
menonton televisi. Sebenarnya Pak Nyoman lebih suka ngobrol santai tetapi 
tak banyak kesempatan. Putri dan suaminya berangkat kerja pagi-pagi dan 
baru pulang malam hari. Di rumah sendirian dia merasa seperti burung dalam 
sangkar. Tetangga semuanya selalu sibuk. Dia ingin bermain gamelan lagi, tapi 
di kota tak ada upacara adat desa. Akan tetapi, kalau pulang ke desa, dia bisa 
apa? Dia tak punya tempat tinggal lagi dan semua telah berubah. Teman-teman 
lamanya, Putu, Pak Made dan Ni Ketut… Di mana mereka sekarang? Tinggal 
di kota maupun di desa, Pak Nyoman merasa tidak kerasan lagi.
