Question 9 (10 marks)

PAK RON: Selamat datang di universitas kami, Kartini. Bagaimana Canberra?

KARTINI:  Saya suka sekali, Pak. Baru 3 minggu, tetapi saya sudah betah. Saya tidak 
menyangka saya cepat mengerti bahasa Inggris dengan aksen Australia. Mungkin 
karena saya sudah terbiasa pindah-pindah. 

PAK RON: Oh ya? Coba jelaskan.

KARTINI:  Kami tinggal di Jakarta, tetapi bapak sering ditugaskan ke daerah. Waktu di kelas 
4 SD keluarga saya ikut bapak ke Lombok. Beberapa tahun kemudian kami pindah 
ke Papua. Pindah sekolah ke Lombok pengalaman buruk, Pak. Saya sedih karena 
kehilangan teman-teman, khususnya teman baik saya, Maya. Saya ingin sekali 
berteman tapi saya dianggap sombong karena saya anak kota. Saya merasa sendiri 
dan tidak punya teman. Saya selalu merasa cemas, karena itu nilai-nilai pelajaran 
turun. 

PAK RON: Apakah kepindahan ke Papua berbeda?

KARTINI:  Untunglah, waktu pindah ke Papua saya mulai bersekolah di SMP. Jadi itu 
pengalaman baru bagi semua siswa kelas 1 SMP. Saya cepat mendapatkan banyak 
teman sekolah karena anak Papua ramah-ramah. Semua berjalan lancar, kalau 
berkomunikasi dalam bahasa Indonesia. Tapi saya tidak pintar bahasa daerah 
Papua sehingga sulit untuk ikut dalam kegiatan budaya setempat. Masalah ini tidak 
ada waktu saya pindah dari Papua ke Padang.

PAK RON: Oh, kamu pindah dari Papua ke Padang? Bahasanya sulit juga, ya?

KARTINI:  Iya Pak, tapi lewat pengalaman belajar bahasa lokal di Papua, saya sudah dapat 
strategi yang membantu saya belajar bahasa Padang. Apalagi, ibu saya orang 
Padang, jadi mudah bagi saya untuk menyesuaikan diri dengan bahasa dan budaya 
Padang. Misalnya, saya suka makanan Padang yang pedas karena sudah terbiasa 
sejak kecil. Di Padang saya mulai SMA kelas 1 sama seperti siswa-siswa lainnya. 
Saya suka sekolah di Padang karena saya punya banyak teman. Juga, di luar 
sekolah saya ikut klub tari daerah, pencak silat dan kegiatan budaya lainnya. 

PAK RON: Wah, luar biasa sekali pengalamanmu! 

KARTINI:  Sejauh ini, pengalaman di Canberra juga asyik. Saya sudah punya banyak 
pengalaman. Saya ikut kelompok menjelajahi hutan dan saya juga sudah punya 
banyak teman di asrama mahasisiwa.

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Question 10 (15 marks)

Perkembangan pariwisata di Indonesia

Pariwisata Indonesia sudah lama ada sejak jaman kolonial Belanda. Akan tetapi, 
pada akhir tahun 1960an, dikeluarkan instruksi tentang pariwisata. Tujuan 
utamanya untuk memelihara keindahan alam dan kebudayaan masyarakat sebagai 
daya tarik pariwisata. Prioritasnya untuk mengembangkan infrastruktur misalnya 
transportasi dan akomodasi. Indonesia juga harus dipromosikan sebagai destinasi 
wisata di dalam dan di luar negeri. Masyarakat Bali menyambut baik inisiatif ini. 
Sejak saat itu, muncul berbagai usaha kecil seperti agen pariwisata, taksi, dan 
losmen, hasilnya jumlah wisatawan lokal dan internasional meningkat.

Sejak tahun 1970an pariwisata di Indonesia telah berkembang menjadi berbagai 
jenis. Beberapa penduduk setempat yang menyadari potensi keindahan alam 
daerahnya mulai mengembangkan wisata alam untuk melayani wisatawan yang 
ingin menikmati keindahan alam seperti pantai dan gunung. Mereka kemudian 
menjadi pemandu wisata yang setia. Jenis wisata ini kemudian berkembang 
menjadi wisata petualangan yang dipelopori oleh anak-anak muda setempat yang 
menyadari minat para wisatawan muda yang suka petualangan. Mereka membuat 
berbagai kegiatan seperti panjat tebing dan arung jeram yang membutuhkan 
tubuh yang kuat dan bugar. Kecelakaan sering terjadi karena ada wisatawan yang 
merasa bugar, padahal tidak. Ada juga yang bugar, tapi terlalu percaya diri dan 
melakukan hal-hal di luar kemampuannya. Ada yang tidak peduli kepada peraturan 
keselamatan.

Dengan berkembangnya kesadaran lingkungan, lahirlah eko-wisata. Pada umumnya 
eko-wisata berhubungan dengan program konservasi binatang liar dan binatang 
langka lainnya dan kunjungan ke habitatnya. Aktivitas lain termasuk hidup dengan 
suku terpencil di desa di tepi hutan. Tujuannya untuk menjaga kelestarian budaya 
suku-suku terpencil tersebut. Tentu saja ini sangat bergantung pada kesediaan dan 
partisipasi masyarakat setempat untuk memperkenalkan budayanya. 

Baru-baru ini muncul wisata bencana yaitu wisata ke tempat terjadinya bencana 
alam. Banyaknya kunjungan ke daerah bencana ini membuka kesempatan bagi 
orang lokal yang telah kehilangan rumah dan lapangan kerjanya untuk mencari 
uang. Ada yang menjadi pemandu wisata dan ada yang membuka usaha kecil 
seperti warung makan dan transportasi. Akan tetapi, tak lama kemudian usaha-
usaha ini diambil oleh orang kota dan pebisnis besar. Korban telah kehilangan 
rumah dan segala-galanya, tapi sekarang malah dijadikan tontonan wisata.
