Poco después 
de su evacuación de Nueva Orleáns lo primero 
que Luis pidió a sus padres era una tortilla de 
patata. 
 
El muchacho, que se encontraba de vacaciones en 
el sur de Luisiana, ha estado estos días alojado en 
una pensión completamente rodeada por el agua.  
En los primeros momentos – en que no pudo salir 
de su alojamiento – Luis se resistió a abandonar el 
lugar, dado el caos afuera.
